Go to 6400 East Chelsea 
which will be on your left.  Drive through 
the citrus grove to the large plantation 
house. 
 
From East Hillsborough Avenue, turn 
southbound on 56th Street.  East Chelsea 
Street can be found on 56th Street, 
between East Hillsborough Avenue and 
Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Boulevard.
